POST OFSTED ACTION UPDATES

As we enter the fourth half term since our Ofsted Inspection, the whole school continues to work really hard on the targets set for us and to
continue to get to good. Monitoring visits by the Local Authority and communication from the HMI officer to date, have all been really positive,
which makes us really pleased and drives us on.
Monitoring:
Ensuring that work is pitched correctly, that teachers have high expectations and that quality and consistency in teaching and learning is
happening in all classes a three weekly cycle of dropping into classes; looking through books and chatting with groups of pupils takes place
each week with a specific focus. All teaching staff gain feedback, which recognises strengths and also targets areas for improvement , which
are then assessed in the following cycle, and as a result brings about positive improvements.
Presentation & handwriting:
The improvements in the quality of the work within all pupils books has been phenomenal. The pupils follow our ‘Presentation
Promises’, with the help of the staff to remind them of the high standards expected. The work in books is neat; well set out and
of the same standard across all classes. As a result the children take real pride in their books and the work within them.
In the same vein our focus on establishing a common approach to handwriting is really beginning to flourish across year
groups too. The progress that can be seen from September to now is quite remarkable as the pupils work with focus to
consistently use correct letter formation and move into a cursive writing style. This progress can be clearly seen within their books and is
reflected throughout display work all through school.
Marking
Mosscroft's new marking policy has been in place since June and the teachers are now really confident with using the approach to make
feedback to pupils helpful in moving their work forward. The pupils all are given time to read and respond to marking across their work and use
the ‘purple pens of progress’ to respond to the marking and improve their work.
School and Curriculum leaders
Leaders at all levels have been working really hard. The school as a whole and each curriculum area has well thought out and clear to monitor
action plans that are monitored regularly by the school’s senior leaders or the Governors. Curriculum leaders have a real hook on the subject
areas they lead due to time identified to observe lessons; look in books; check assessment data, work with colleagues in other schools and
share their expertise with other teachers in our school.
